
WXR LH Wiper Motor Replacement 
 

These instructions are for replacing the Bosch wiper motor assembly with the Cleveland 
Electric assembly. 
 
The Bosch assembly is mounted in the vehicle with the motor oriented in the six o’clock 
position in relation to the wiper pivot shaft.  (See figure 1)

The Cleveland Electric replacement wiper mounts with the motor in the three o’clock 
position relative to the wiper pivot shaft.  (See figure 2)

The best way to find the mounting location is to loosely install the pivot shaft of the 
replacement wiper motor assembly into the hole on the front of the cab.   Then swing the 
motor end counter clockwise up to the three o’clock position.   You should now see the 
bracket lines up with two mounting holes on the bottom side of the cab reinforcement 
band.   These holes have cage nuts in them.   If you happen to find the holes partially 
blocked by other sheet metal in that location, simply remove the metal with a die grinder. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



One note of caution.   You will need to check the clearance from the front cab 
reinforcement channel and the charge air cooler.   A gap of 3½” is needed to assure the 
new wiper motor assembly will not interfere with the charge air cooler.   See figure 3.

If there is inadequate clearance, you will have to lean the radiator/charge air cooler back 
by adjusting the stay rods.   While adjusting the radiator angle, the fan shroud must not 
protrude past the front surface of the fan ring.
